Maths
Place Vale and Number / Addition and Subtraction

We will continue to use White Rose Maths to support
our maths teaching in year 4. The children will focus
on place value and number within 1,000

which includes finding 1,00 more or less than a given
number, counting backwards through zero to include
negative numbers. They will then move on to adding
and subtracting numbers with 4 digits including using
efficient methods.

We want the children to be able to explain their
reasoning so using appropriate mathematical
vocabulary will become a clear focus within the
classroom. Homework will be given to support the key
skills being taught in school, there will be a strong
focus on times table knowledge. Appropriate apps and
website games include School 360 and Times Table
Rock Stars.

RE
What do Christians learning from the Creation story?

This half term our RE work will focus on Christianity
answering questions such as who is God and why is
God important to Christians? We will be looking at the
story of creation and we’ll get busy making our own
favourite creations using a range of resources. We will
discuss harvest and how it is celebrated around the
world. We will talk about the ways in which people
can look after the world and say thank you to God for
all he provided.

History

The Ancient Greeks
The children will learn about the Ancient Greeks, including
who they were, when and where they lived and how they
were able to establish their empire. They will learn how the
political system worked in Ancient Greece, investigate the
legacy of Athenian Democracy and compare it with the
political systems we have today.

What strengths, skills and interests do we have?

The children will be learning about what strengths, skills
and interests they have. They will be looking at how to
recognise personal qualities and individuality, how to
develop self-worth by identifying positive things about
themselves and their achievements, how to manage
setbacks and how to learn from mistakes.

Computing

Our topic this half term is Coding. We will initially
review coding vocabulary and knowledge from
previous years. We will then move on to create a
simple computer program. Through each lesson the
children will begin to understand selection in
computer programming works and what statements
mean such as the “IF” statement means and how to
use them within their program. We will go on to think
about how to use coordinates and understand what a
variable is. At the end of the unit the children will
create a playable game.

French

Tuesday’s session will be delivered by Mr Thompson
and will mainly take place outdoors. Please ensure
your child’s PE kit is appropriate for this. No
jewellery should be worn in school. We will play
competitive games such as basketball and netball,
modified where appropriate, and apply basic
principles suitable for attacking and defending in
invasion games. We will set our own personal goals.
We will make comparisons and demonstrate how
we have improved to achieve our personal targets.

This half term on a Wednesday this half
term Year 4 will have Yoga with Mrs Hutchinson.

There will also be opportunities for the
children to visit and help in the allotment weekly.
We will be working on our team work skills during
these sessions.

Music

Our Charanga unit this term will be focusing on the
Fresh Prince of Bell Air. This is a hip-hop track which
the children will learn to sing and play along with. They
will improvise and compose with elements of this song.
As well as listening and appraising other hip-hop music
through time.

Music plays a big part in our classroom, we play pieces
of music from a variety of genres each week. Through
this, we are working on showing our appreciation for a
range of music and understanding of how different
pieces of music can affect our emotions.

The children will learn how to count to 20 in French, say their name and age in French, say hello and goodbye and then ask how somebody is feeling and answer how they are feeling.
They will also learn to say where they live in French and tell you if they are French or English, introducing concept of gender and agreement.
