Maths
Multiplication and Division/Length and Height

This half term, we are continuing to explore Multiplication
and division. We are also solving problems involving
multiplication and division, using materials, arrays, repeated
addition, mental methods and multiplication and division
facts, including problems in contexts. We will then look at
measuring both length and height accurately in cm and m.
We will use our knowledge of the four operations to help us
with length and height word problems.
