Mental Maths Focus this half term:
e Complete simple additions and subtractions in your head to 100, using whatever method works best for you. E.g. 73+16=70+10+3+6

e Counting forward and back in 10s, 5s, 3s, and 2s. from any number
e Recall multiplication and division facts for the 10-, 5-, 3- and 2-times table.




It would be great if you could continue to help your child read the time to the nearest 5 minutes on an analogue clock. It is something that needs to be practised
regularly as it is tricky!
