Maths
Place Value/Addition and Subtraction within 20
We will continue to use White Rose Maths to support
our maths teaching in year 1. The children will begin
the half term consolidating simple place value and
number recognition before learning new strategies for
addition and subtraction using numbers to 20. We
then move to simple place value activities for numbers
within 50.

Our homework will focus on addition and subtraction
skills with a focus on using number bonds to support
our mental strategies. We will be counting in 10s, 5s
and 2s so be prepared for lots of fun games and
activities!

Who is Jewish and how do they live?

This half term our RE work will focus on Judaism.

History
Significant people in History:
Explorers
During this the unit we will be exploring the first moon
landing. The children will be actively involved in sequencing,
speculating and completing ‘Prove it’ activities.

Art and Design

prints based on the work of this artist. We will develop
our evaluating and art appreciation skills by reflecting
on the work we produce.

Computing

This half term the children will be immersing
themselves in their first computing unit on Purple
Mash. We will be discussing the importance of online
safety and supporting the children to better their
knowledge and understanding of digital literacy.

The children will also have access to the iPads within
the classroom. They will be used to support learning
across a range of subjects.
