Payment can be made in cash or by 
cheque (cheques payable to NCC).  If you would like to order milk for your child please complete the reply slip 
below and return it with your payment (if appropriate) by Tuesday 5 July 2016.  We will only order milk for 
those who request it. 
 
As detailed on the school meals letter, if you are eligible to apply for Free School Meals, your child is also 
entitled to receive free milk at break time (whilst all children in Reception are entitled to a free school lunch, 
this is different from being eligible to claim for Free School Meals – please contact the office if you are 
unsure).
