Science 

Animals including humans  

We will learn about a variety of habitats and the plants 
and animals that live there. They will learn to tell the 
difference between things are living, never lived and 
dead.  
Key Skills  
Working scientifically 

• Make observations of a local habitat and the 
creatures that live there.  

• Investigate conditions in a local microhabitat.  
Key objectives  
• Explore different types of habitats. 
•  Distinguish between things that are living, dead 

and non-living.  
• Explore examples of food chains learn how animals 

and plants depend on each other for food. 

English 

Class novel: 

A collection of non-fiction books focusing on animals 

from around the world. 

Key texts: 

This half term we will be concentrating on the book 

‘Moth’.  

Key Skills 

• Practising and refreshing our skills in reading 

comprehension, spelling, handwriting and 

writing composition 

• Expanding our knowledge and understanding

• Explore different types of sentences and use a 

variety of sentences within our writing 

including in an instructional piece of writing.

Geography 

Mapping out  the Weather  

We will be comparing different types of maps and start 

creating our own maps focusing on our local area. We will 

also be using atlases to find countries in the world and 

then places in the UK. We will then explore the weather; 

describing different types of weather including extreme 

weather conditions. We will compare the weather above 

and below the equator.  

Key Skills  

• Identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the 
United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold 
areas of the world in relation to the Equator and 
the North and South Poles  

• Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the 
United Kingdom and its countries, as well as the 
countries, continents and oceans studied at this key

Art and Design 

Key artist: Monet 

The focus this half term is collage. We will be 

learning about the artist Monet with a focus on 

his abstract landscapes. We will then use 

different types of weather as our inspiration to 

create our own impressionist style collage  

Key Skills 

 
• Develop individual collage skills – layering, 

twisting etc. 

• Use a range of stimulus for collage work – 
more abstract work – artist link. 

• Collages based on simple drawings using 
different types of paper 

• Use natural and found materials to create 
collages 

• Group colours together to create tones and 
shades 
 

Computing 

You’ve got Mail 
In computing this half term, the children will be 
learning about the process of sending emails and 
the factors that contribute to sending a successful 
email, such as an email address, the subject 
matter and the email content. The children will 
be developing their skills so they can eventually 
send emails to each other, through the School 
360 platform. 

School360 continues to be used in school. Please 
ask Miss Latimer if you need a refresher of your 
child’s log in details, however they should 
currently be stuck in the front of your reading 
record.

Music 

This half term the children in Year 2 will have a 
music specialist coming into school to teach them 
how sing by reading simple music notes and 
compose their own songs to sing.  

In addition, we will learn new songs with an 
emphasis on good diction and word play.

Key Skills 

• Recognise the structure of verse and 

chorus as well as experimenting with a 

range of tuned and un-tuned instruments.
